The Values of the Servant

~ Don’t fix them or run from them- stand with them and give His wisdom        and compassion from His presence

~ It is your part to care, but God’s part to cure

~ It is all about God and the person getting cared for

1) Glorify God without hype (Never manipulate, induce guilt, or   create results)


2) Let God increase while you decrease


3) Avoid drawing attention to self


4) Avoid being a distraction

~ Treat people with integrity


1) Exercise modesty and ethical behavior (lay hands discreetly)


2) Use caution with the opposite sex


3) Never meet alone with opposite sex

~ All believers can and should be ministers of the Kingdom

1) God has poured out his Spirit on all believers, not a few superstars

Acts 2:17

"`In the last days, God says, I will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters will prophesy, your young men will see visions, your old men will dream dreams. NIV

2) Realize God does not want an audience, but has given the ministry back to the people to be His army

1 Peter 2:9

But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. NIV


3) We are to do what Jesus did

John 14:12

I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing. He will do even greater things than these, because I am going to the Father. NIV

Praying for the hurting

The interview: answers the question where and why does it hurt


1) Natural information (compassion/mercy, e.g. Matthew 9:35-38)

2) Supernatural information (unction of the Holy Spirit, e.g. Acts 13:9-12)


3) Determine the type of wounding or needs they have



~ Physical (Acts 3:1-10)



~ Emotional/ or past hurts (Luke 4:18)



~ Spiritual/or sin sickness (John 5:14)



~ Demonic (Mark 1:23)

What kind of ministry (prayer) is needed


1) For healing? (The integrated model)


2) For Empowering?


3) For Strengthening or wisdom?


4) For impartation? (Sometimes need authority)

When praying for the hurting


1) Invite and submit to the Holy Spirit


2) Lay hands (be discreet)


3) Look for what God is doing 



~ Pray with eyes open: watch


~ Pray with an open heart: listen

4) Pray for the condition at hand



~ Maybe related issues



~ It is ok to ask questions


5) Build faith if necessary

Post prayer: What should the person do to continue the road to wholeness?


1) Go and sin no more…


2) Counseling


3) Soaking prayer


4) Truth encounter/ the Word used and applied
